The paragraph 7 of “Guidance on the registration of project activities under a programme of activities as a single CDM project activity” is “All CPAs of a PoA shall apply the same approved baseline and monitoring methodology, involving one type of technology or set of interrelated measures in the same type of facility/installation/land.”
One baseline and monitoring methodology for all the CPAs of a PoA is brief, but Utopian for some industries.
It seems that one methodology will make the CPA implemented easily, but more complex for the operation and monitoring.
For example, for a factory, In order to save energy and enhance the equipment efficiencies, the project owner may use CFL to replace incandescent, use more efficient furnaces and other equipment, or even take some efficiency measures for the building. Finally, several different technologies will be adopted in one factory. 
If one technology is covered under one CPA, the monitoring will be more complex. One factory may have only one overall ammeter, you can not identify the electricity saving by the technology covered by the CPA, thus you can not calculate the emission reduction.
I suggest that, all the electricity (or fossil fuel or others) saving technology measures implemented in one unit, such as a building, a factory, can be covered in one CPA. We only need to monitor the total electricity saving.
Yes, more than one baseline and monitoring methodologies must be used in one CPA and PoA.
It will simplify the monitoring.
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
