The Draft document, CDM Validation and Verification Manual, is clear on all aspects; however detailed elaboration required on the following (under the heading IV. Principles of CDM, A. General principles for the CDM, page 6):
1. Accuracy

Accuracy with reference to the validation and verification is at two levels.

(a) The first relates to the accuracy of quantitative data and information;

(b) The second relates to accuracy of non-quantitative information.

i.e. how to verify and validate the data. 

It needs detailed elaboration as is done in the said document for Transparency, (under the heading IV. Principles of CDM, A. General principles for the CDM). 
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
