Sub: Call for public input- elaboration of DOE accreditation requirements

The elaboration of the accreditation requirements in this draft document has been done flawlessly. But, unfortunately, this very flawlessness would demand a level of investment that would make forming an AE/DOE completely out of reach of all but a few developing countries. This would also mean that the price of services of an AE/DOE would always remain prohibitively high, well beyond the reach of most of those who would be hosting the CDM projects.

Dilution of these requirements is not an option since it would affect the integrity of CDM mitigation measures. A compromise could be that the AE/DOE are required to constitute validation and registration teams for CDM projects in such a way that at least one third of the human strength of these teams is from the country hosting the CDM project under scrutiny. These personnel should then be properly trained as provided in these elaborations before utilizing their services. This would ensure build up of sufficient expertise in developing countries which would be an important first step in establishing AE/DOE in these countries in due course of time. Such a step would also fulfill the requirements of the provisions of the UNFCCC and the Kyoto Protocol regarding capacity building of developing countries for implementation of the provisions of the Convention and the Protocol.
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
