(i) Whether the geographical delineation of the project boundary should be allowed to change after the registration of the A/R CDM project activity to accommodate for changes in the extent of areas of land subject to A/R project activity under the control of the project participants?

Yes.  

In fact as I noticed in my experience in developing an A/R CDM project activity in RD Congo “Establishment of the bonobo Peace forest” which as passed the public consultation, many problems arise in the exact designation of the portion of land to be reforested.  In fact within a very big area, reforestation plots are small in comparison. Hence more flexibility is required in order to develop the project. 

Boundaries should be allowed to change without particular restrictions, as not allowing this practice could lead to project failure or project barriers impossible to overcome by project participant, hence the reduction of the effectiveness of A/R which is already very, very low (only 1 project registered!!) 

(ii) Whether areas of land that at the time of registration were expected to be subject to A/R CDM project activities, but this expectation was not materialized (e.g. due to change of mind by land owners), shall be excluded from the boundary of the registered A/R CDM project?

Yes in principle

In this event, no bureaucracy activities should be asked to project participants. The most appropriate procedure is a notification to the DOE.  The project activity will proceed where possible or changing project boundaries as point (i) above.
