Thank you for giving opportunity for public inputs regarding “Reasons for low or no application of the approved methodologies”.  I like to share with you our experience and hope it will give you more information to make future decisions.

Our company has developed a biochar generating stove for poor rural households.  People for African and Latin America love our stoves and want to produce biochar to enhance crop yield.  As we tried to find stove or biochar soil embedment methodology for small scale project, first problem is we do not know where to begin.  Thus we tried service providers and was told our product is too “new” that they do not want to invest time and resource to draft a methodology.  

We have qualified staff to developed methodology.   We have excellent working relationship with local university and Alberta Research Council, but financially we are not strong.  Thus we give up and wait for someone to develop the methodology for stove or biochar.  

It would be great if UNFCCC can assign staff to help the first company to develop the first methodology.  Financial assistance would be helpful for this company to designate staff to develop methodology according to EB requirements.

The Executive Board, at its forty-seventh meeting, considered the reasons for no or low application of approved methodologies in CDM projects. The Board requested the secretariat to provide a detailed analysis of the issue (see paragraph 33 (e) of the EB47 report ) and agreed to open a call for public inputs inviting the views on the following:

1) Reasons for low or no application of the approved methodologies (including methodologies for large-scale, small-scale and aforestation & reforestation CDM project activities). A list of methodologies with five or fewer no. of projects validated/ registered is available as annex 1 to the annotations of EB47 meeting.
2) Barriers or difficulties faced by the stakeholders for the application of methodologies, in general, and not limited to the methodologies with no/low use.
3) Barriers or difficulties faced with the methodologies, in general, for the periods of monitoring and during the crediting period.


The call invites inputs between the period starting on 08 June 2009 and closing on 08 July 2009.
