Inputs on the reasons for no or low application of approved methodologies in CDM project
Some of the probable reasons for no or low application of identified approved methodologies in CDM projects are mentioned below.
India and China are the 2 countries submitting maximum number of CDM projects (about 60%). Any methodology having no or little possibility of applicability in these 2 countries will likely to generate lower numbers of CDM projects.  Approved methodology AM0058: “Introduction of a new primary district heating system” has no possibility of submission of CDM projects from India as district heating has yet to penetrate.
Some methodologies are prepared either in isolation (without considering the stakeholders. These methodologies sometimes provide guidelines which are difficult follow in practice) or based on specific cases (process or industry specific) which are difficult to replicate. For example following approved methodologies are very process specific.
· AM0054: “Energy efficiency improvement of a boiler by introducing oil/water emulsion technology”
· AM0078: “Point of Use Abatement Device to Reduce SF6 emissions in LCD Manufacturing Operations”
Some methodology carries guidelines for collection of data which are difficult to collect for preparing the baselines or implementing the monitoring plans. Examples are “AM0046: Distribution of efficient light bulbs to households” and “AM0017: Steam system efficiency improvements by replacing steam traps and returning condensate”
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
