Efficiency in the operation of the CDM and opportunities for improvement
1) EB should direct the host country for making survey reports (like biomass availability report, list of cogeneration plants available in a region etc) readily available on their official website and this should be frequently updated. 
At the beginning, the region with highest CDM potential will be given priority for this survey by host country. Later on this can be extended to other regions also. 

These readily available reports will be more transparent and this will reduce extra cost and time incurred by project proponent. Host country can divert a part of generated CERs for this type of activities.

2) As per the standard process, the HCA approval takes two months in India. This time period can be reduced atleast for small scale projects. This will certainly reduce the project execution time. 

3) The response from SSCWG to the request for the clarification regarding the methodology should be more prompt. There were only 15 requests for clarification from SSCWG 20, but project proponent or stakeholders had to wait for two months. This period can be certainly reduced.
