Thank you for giving opportunity for public inputs regarding “review of the registration and issuance process”.  I would like to supply my comment and suggestion on “Procedures for requests for issuance of certified emissions of reduction” for your reference.

Now, all requests for issuance are treated with the same procedure. It dose not consider projects’ situation that it is first time for the project to submit request for issuances or certified emissions of reduction have been issued several times before. My suggestion is to sort the requests for issuance based on projects’ situation. For a project, if the certified emissions of reduction have been issued several times before, completeness check should be simplified. 
Our institute are implementing HFC-23 decomposition projects and one project of collecting landfill gas for generating electricity now. For each HFC-23 project, certified emissions of reduction have been issued at least seven times. Hence, structure and content of monitoring reports and verification reports are almost fixed. Only small change will be done in the reports if new rules are required by EB. But for the landfill gas project, it is difference case. We just finish preliminary verification and first verification. The monitoring report is just structured and formed. Considering “Guidelines of completeness check of request for issuance”, I think completeness check of the documents for the first time of request for issuance should be more than that the projects, which certified emissions of reduction has been issued several times before. Hence,I think completeness check of these projects can be simplified.
