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INPUT ON DRAFT OF PROCEDURES FOR REQUEST FOR REGISTRATION AND FOR ISSUANCE
Bionersis SA is an independent CDM project developer in the landfill gas recovery activity. Its only revenue is CER. 

1) It is necessary to set a limit to the completeness check period. 
Today 235 projects are in the waiting line for completeness check of request for registration, and 167 for request for issuance! It has been more than 16 weeks for registration (fees for the first project of the queue have been received on 22 November 2010) and more than 11 weeks for issuance (22 December 2010)! This is not sustainable for project developers. We have absolutely no vision on the period for completeness check. For sake of transparency and respect for PP, it is necessary to set a maximum period to this process. 

The new procedures shorten the period of request for registration to 4 weeks instead of 8 weeks for large scale and to 3 weeks instead of 4 weeks for small scale. This is good. But the underlying consequence will probably be an even longer delay for completeness check. As long as the period is not limited in time, the process will not be transparent. 
2) It is necessary to speed up the issuance process.  

The new procedures for request for issuance add delay to the issuance process, 3 weeks instead of 2 weeks! It is totally counter-productive!  
How come the UNFCCC cannot streamline and speed up the process? When CER are the only revenue, how can PP finance the project? 

Today, PP whose only revenue is CER must sustain in auto-financing during at least 2 years: 

	T = 0
	T = 1 year
	T = 1.5 years
	T = 2 years

	Start of the validation
	Registration
	Production CER for 6 months
	CER issued


3) Defer payment of registration fees to the end of the completeness check period.  

Why should PP advance the payment of registration fees at the beginning of the completeness check period and not at the end of the period? That represents between 10 and 17 weeks of advance payment when no work has been carried out on the project at the UNFCCC? 

4) Direct communication between PP and UNFCCC.  

Today, all communication must be channeled via DOE. Why cannot PP directly communicate with the UNFCCC?
