Depending on strengths and weaknesses of different entities the grouping should be planned after on-site assessment or after desk review earliest. Witnessing should be planned to reveal the possible failures in competence, taking into account the risks that have been noted in the on site assessment and assesment of the competence of the staff (eg. CV-information). If we have found out, that the validation/verification system is in place and we see that there is a high level sectoral competence in a certain industrial sector, we are not interested to witness in that sector.
