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I suggest that the procedure will include an approved list of AE/DOE experts and their approved specializations. 

The examples of specializations in energy (sectoral scopes 1-3) may be: biomass, CHP, solar energy, wind energy, geothermal energy, etc.

The documents that the DOE will prepare should include a list of the DOE approved experts and their approved specialization that prepared the document.

4.3 Witnessing by the CDM-AT.

I suggest that the scope of witnessing will include also assessment of professional capacities, education, qualifications and relevant experience of the declared AE/DOE experts in the declared specializations.

I suggest to add new item in section B1, before item 6, as follows:

“In this document the meaning of AE and DOE includes approved AE and DOE experts for their approved specializations.” 

and

in section C9, before item 93:

An AE/DOE will inform the CDM secretariat about changes regarding its approved experts or their specializations and will request approve of new expert or approve of new specialization of already approved expert.

I suggest to add the above requirements also to the CDM-ACCR-06 document “LIST OF SECTORAL SCOPES” section I - The level of the validation and verification team.

The above suggestions are based on my experience with other accreditation system (approved auditors of energy conservation surveys in industry and institutions). The approved organization seeks to lower the cost of its activity and replaces high cost professionals with lower cost inexperienced (and sometimes without relevant education and qualifications) employees. The personal accreditation approach gave better results than accreditation of the institution as whole.   
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
