Input on the Draft Procedures to Demonstrate the Eligibility of Lands for Afforestation and Reforestation Project Activities.

I have issue with the proposed section 1.(b) i :

To avoid the possibility of a “perverse incentive” the COP agreed that December 31st, 1989 would be the date for demonstration of eligibility.

In this draft an elegant procedure to prevent a perverse incentive is proposed: ”…provide transparent information that demonstrates that the land was not intentionally converted to non-forest land for the purpose of implementing an A/R CDM project activity”.

Clearly, the concern for perverse incentives continues and the December 31st 1989 date is redundant – exactly the same requirements of transparency should be imposed.

I propose the deletion of section 1.(b) i  and the addition of new section 1(a) iv as follows:

1(a) iv: The land was not intentionally converted to non-forest land for the purpose of implementing an A/R CDM project activity.
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
