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Comment related to item b:

I see no point about having a date as a threshold and not a year. Most of the time, surveys of land use will be made with aerial photos or satellite imagery of a given year or period and sometimes part of the area will be acquired in January, other part in June and other in October and all that will be part of the same survey.

Therefore, my suggestion is that:

1. item i. be rewritten to “for reforestation project activities, demonstrate that the land was not forest by demonstrating that the conditions outlined under (a) above also applied to the land in 1990”

2. item iii. be rewritten to “the land has not been forest land at any time since 1990, that is, there is no time since that year at which woody vegetation on the land has met the thresholds adopted for the definition of forest by the host country”
