Additional information requested from the DNA (dated 25.09.2015): 
[bookmark: _GoBack]According to the   data presented in the excel sheet, the 500 kW of wind mentioned above is installed in Santo Antao. However there are also two more non-CDM Wind projects of size 600 kW and 900 kW installed in Sal and Sao Vicente respectively. The submission report mentioned  “The only one micro-scale wind project (250kW*2 = 500 kW) by small IPP Electric Wind was developed based on second-hand equipment and a Dutch government grant to cover 50% of the project investment”. Please confirm whether these two non CDM-wind projects are also developed based on bilateral grant/preferential loan like in the case of 500 kW Wind in  Santo Antao .   
Response from the DNA (dated 07.10.2015):
We confirm that both Palmeira wind plant in Sal and Matiota wind plant in San Vicente have been developed based on 100% grant by Denmark government and were commissioned in October 1994.  
We confirm that:
1. Palmeira wind at Sal was decommissioned in November 2010 and the wind energy generated in 2011 and 2012 entirely belongs to Cabeolica Sal;
1. Matiota wind in S. Vicente was decommissioned in July 2012.
1. Updated excel is submitted. There is no impact on emission factors due to the revision as the generation from these plants is very small.
